ESTABLISH A QUORUM AND CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER

Having established that a quorum of the Board was present, Director Halick
called the meeting to order.

MINUTES

The Board first considered the minutes of the December 16, 2016, regular
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meeting. Following discussion and review, Director Kerr moved to approve the
minutes as submitted. The motion was seconded by Director Elgohary and passed
unanimously.

LIST OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICERS PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 176 OF THE
TEXAS LOCAL GOVERNMENT CODE

Ms. Panozzo stated that pursuant to Chapter 176 of Texas Local Government
Code, the District will maintain a List of Local Government Officers. She then reviewed
the List of Local Government Officers. After review and discussion, Director Kerr
moved to approve and authorize execution of the list of Local Government Officers and
direct that the list be filed appropriately and retained in the Districts official records and
posted on the District’s website. Director Fincher seconded the motion, which passed
by unanimous vote.

ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION MATTERS AND STATUS OF HARRIS COUNTY
APPRAISAL DISTRICT LAWSUITS

Ms. Hall reviewed the assessment collector’s report for December, a copy of
which is attached. She also reviewed a chart regarding the status of District assessment
payers’ lawsuits against the Harris County Appraisal District, a copy of which is
attached. Following discussion and review, Director West moved to accept the
assessment collector’s report. The motion was seconded by Director Fincher and
passed by unanimous vote.

FINANCIAL AND BOOKKEEPING MATTERS

Ms. Lofton reviewed the December cash management, capital funds and
investment report, a copy of which is attached, and reviewed the bills presented for
payment from the District’s accounts. Following review and discussion, Director
Elgohary moved to approve the bookkeeper’s report and payment of the bills. Director
Kerr seconded the motion, which was approved by unanimous vote.

2016 YEAR END BUDGET SUMMARY AND 2017 YTD VARIANCE BUDGET

Mr. Lamkahouan reviewed the 2016 year end budget summary and the monthly
budget summary, a copy of which is attached.

ECD PUBLIC SAFETY AND SECURITY PROGRAM

Sergeant Bennett reported on December patrols and activity. Ms. Holoubek
reviewed a proposed Interlocal Agreement for Law Enforcement Services with Harris
County for the services of one sergeant and three deputies (the “Agreement”) to begin
on March 1, 2017, and end on February 28, 2018. She noted the Agreement states the
rate for law enforcement services will remain the same as this year’s rate. Following
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
