ESTABLISH A QUORUM AND CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER

Having established that a quorum of the Board was present, Director Hightower
called the meeting to order.
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MINUTES

The Board first considered the minutes of the July 19, 2013, regular meeting.
Following discussion and review, Director Halick moved to approve the minutes as
submitted. The motion was seconded by Director Fujimoto and passed by unanimous
vote.

ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION MATTERS AND STATUS OF HCAD LAWSUITS

Ms. Hall reviewed the assessment collector’s report for July, a copy of which is
attached. Ms. Hall also reviewed a chart regarding the status of District assessment
payers’ lawsuits against the Harris County Appraisal District (“"HCAD”). Following
discussion and review, Director Fincher moved to accept the assessment collector’s
report. The motion was seconded by Director Halick and passed by unanimous vote.

'FINANCIAL AND BOOKKEEPING MATTERS, INCLUDING PAYMENT OF BILLS
AND REVIEW OF INVESTMENTS

Ms. Lofton reviewed the July cash management, capital funds and investment
report, a copy of which is attached, and reviewed the bills presented for payment from
the District’s accounts. Following review and discussion, Director Halick moved to
accept the report and payment of the bills presented in the report. Director Fincher
seconded the motion, which was approved by unanimous vote.

VARIANCE BUDGET

Ms. Wallace reviewed the year-to-date budget summary, a copy of which is
attached.

AQUASURANCE INSURANCE PACKAGE PRESENTATION

Mr. Peyton discussed the District’s insurance renewal package, effective
September 3, 2013. Following review, Director Moskowitz moved to approve the
renewal package for a premium of $17,506. The motion was seconded by Director
Halick and carried unanimously.

HCC CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT PRESENTATION

Dr. Hodges reviewed the programs of Houston Community College and a
proposed campus on the west side of Houston.
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REVIEW BIDS AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR GROUND AND PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-
WAY MAINTENANCE

Mr. Rayburn reviewed the four bids received by the District for the Ground and
Public Right-of-Way Maintenance contract. A copy of the bid tabulation is attached.
He recommended the District award the contract to BIO Landscape and Maintenance,
Inc. (“BIO”) in an annual amount not to exceed $812,172. The Board discussed the
proposed services of the three lowest bidders, as well as the budget for the work.
Director Halick reported on his experience with BIO. Following discussion and review,
the Board agreed to table action regarding award of the contract for the Ground and
Public Right-of-Way Maintenance contract and directed staff to further explore the bids
and work history of the three lowest bidders.

AMEND INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT AND REVIEW BIDS AND AWARD
CONTRACT FOR NEW FREEDOM SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION

Mr. Rayburn recommended amendment of the current Interagency Agreement
for New Freedom Project Implementation with METRO, to include the cost for two
additional bus shelters as part of the program.

Mr. Rayburn reviewed the four bids received for the New Freedom sidewalk
construction project. A copy of the bid tabulation is attached. He reported that he
reviewed referrals for the bidders and recommended the contract be awarded to the
second low bidder, TIKON Group, Inc. (“TIKON”), in an amount not to exceed
$367,095.75. The Board concurred that in its judgment, TIKON was a responsible
bidder whose work will result in the best and most economical completion of the
District’s project.

Following discussion and review, Director Fincher moved to: (1) reject the bid of
DPTOPCO; (2) award the contract for New Freedom sidewalk construction to TIKON in
an amount not to exceed $367,095.75, subject to ABHR'’s confirmation that the award is
in conformity with grant requirements and subject to ABHR’s review of TIKON's bonds
and insurance; and (3) authorize execution of the amendment to the Interagency
Agreement for New Freedom Project Implementation with METRO, to include the cost
for two additional bus shelters in the program. Director West seconded the motion, and
it carried by unanimous vote.

PROPOSAL TO PREPARE ILLUSTRATIONS FOR LIVABLE CENTERS RFP

Mr. Martinson reviewed a proposal by Looney Ricks Kiss to prepare a rendering
of the Energy Corridor Livable Center. He noted the rendering will be presented to the
Houston-Galveston Area Council at a developer matching workshop on September 27,
2013. Following review, Director West moved to approve the proposal of Looney Ricks
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Kiss to prepare a rendering of the Energy Corridor Livable Center for a fee of $2,500.
Director Moskowitz seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

UPDATE ON TRANSPORTATION PROJECTS AND INITIATIVES

Mr. Martinson updated the Board regarding the District’s transportation projects
and initiatives: South Mayde Drive/Grisby Road traffic plan, the Greater West
Houston Subregional Plan Initiative, the Fortsmith Street Woonerf, the District parking
inventory study, and BP bikeshare research.

UPDATE ON GRANTS

Mr. Nufiez reviewed marketing and a budget update for the CMAQ car share
program.

Regarding the JARC 75 Eldridge Crosstown bus program, Mr. Nufiez reviewed a
financial report. He stated METRO has not released updated ridership information.

Mr. Nufiez reviewed a financial report for the New Freedom sidewalk program.

PARK ROW COMPLETION PROJECT

The Board reviewed a proposal from CenterPoint Energy (“CenterPoint”) to
relocate a gas pipeline at Park Row for a fee of $105,129.

Mr. Willis reviewed a report regarding the Park Row completion project, a copy
of which is attached. Regarding the construction of Park Row utility, paving and
drainage improvements from SH-6 to Eldridge Phase 1 by Menade, Inc., Mr. Willis
presented and recommended payment of Pay Estimate No. 4 in the amount of
$288,361.80.

Regarding construction of the Park Row regional lift station by Peltier Brothers
Construction, Ltd., Mr. Willis presented and recommended payment of Pay Estimate
No. 4 in the amount of $72,900.

Mr. Willis updated the Board regarding the construction of Central Park West
Boulevard utilities, paving and drainage improvements by C.E. Barker, Ltd. He stated
the contractor did not submit a pay estimate this month.

Mr. Willis also updated the Board regarding Phase 2 of the Park Row utility,
paving and drainage improvements from SH-6 to Eldridge.

The Board reviewed draw requests totaling $534,245.62 for the Houston Housing
Finance Corporation (“HHFC”) loan for the pay estimates presented for payment as
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
